he Castle town of Skiathos, built on a steep peninsula at the northernmost

part of the island, is one of the most important medieval residential
ensembles in the Aegean. The Castle is considered to have been founded
in the mid 14th century AD, as a response to pirate raids, which forced the
inhabitants to relocate from modern Skiathos to the northernmost point of
the island and set up the Castle on the impregnable rock. However, there
are clear indications of habitation on this naturally fortified site, albeit not
necessarily of a permanent settlement, in a much earlier period, in the 6th or
7th century AD.

The expanse of the settlement covered twenty-five thousand square meters
and is estimated that it included approximately two hundred houses and
more than twenty churches. It was a densely built settlement with two-story
residences attached to each other and arranged in city blocks, which were
demarcated by a dense stone-paved road network. The latter branched across
the entire settlement, the main axis being the central stone-paved road that

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Castle of Skiathos

“The farthest of all these excursions was to the Castle, the old city of the island, deserted
after 1821. This Castle was a veritable seagull’s nest, a rock rising over one hundred
orgyiai above sea level and connected by a narrow strip of land with the mainland,
with which it communicates via a wooden moveable bridge.”

Alexandros Papadiamantis, Poor Saint (1891)

starts from the gateway and ends at the highest point of the Castle, at the
“Cannon of Anagkia”.

The Castle, after the fall of Constantinople to the Ottomans, in 1453, had been
the seat of a Venetian governor, as Skiathos and Skopelos on their own initiative
came under the protection of the Venetian state. The Venetian dominance
ended in 1538, when the admiral of the Ottoman fleet, Hayreddin Barbarossa,
conquered the Castle following a treason by some of its inhabitants who were
discontented with the Venetians. It was then that the mosque and next to it
the governor's residence were built.

Skiathos remained under Ottoman dominance until 1829, with a short interval
in 1660, when it was occupied by the Venetian admiral Francesco Morosini. The
inhabitants of Skiathos abandoned the Castle in 1829 and returned to modern
Skiathos, which their ancestors were forced to flee about half a millennium ago.
